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The inspiration for many of James’ works is taken 
from a long artistic tradition of momento mori, 
highlighting the temporality and fragility of life 
for each of us. This is particularly evident in his 
Vanitas series directly influenced by the 17th 
century Dutch masters.

These works depict objects such as decaying fruit, 
cut flowers and valuable items to illustrate the 
transience of life and earthly pleasures. The subtle 
yet pervading presence of water in these works 
symbolises the power that water has both to give 
life and to take it away. Also serving precisely as 
the functional device through which he achieves 
the mesmerizing painterly effect of his artworks.

The underlying message in these works have 
been the focus of James’ artistic output for almost 
a decade and his various explorations of this 
subject-matter will converge in this exhibition. 
‘Intersection’ will bring new works from the 
scientifically conceived ‘Glass’ series to new pieces 
in his signature ‘Swarm’ series both of which are 
deeply embedded in this new body of work. 
“Intersection’ will bring together bodies of work 
that over the years have developed their own life, 
here these will all meet at one common point; an 
intersection of event, form and light. 

The artworks presented at the exhibition will be 
produced on an unprecedented large format 
scale, so as to completely envelop the viewer. 

INTRODUCTION
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Alexander James was born in 1967 in London 
where he currently lives and works. Capturing the 
forgotten alchemy of a medium often considered 
to serve a purely documentary function, 
Alexander James creates meticulously crafted 
scenes immersed in dark tanks of water. For the 
most part he destroys these creations, leaving 
behind only the medium format transparencies as 
documents of these acts. 

Through careful manipulation of water and 
light and without the use of postproduction 
techniques, the artist produces works that weave a 
deviant historical thread between the mechanical 
reproduction of today’s image making and the 
meticulous realism and existential gaze of painters 
of the 16th Century Vanitas tradition of painting. 

It is both ironic and telling that water, the 
very element which for the Greek Philosopher 
Heraclitus stood as a symbol for the unstoppable 
mill of time, changing everything in its wake, 
serves precisely as the functional device through 
which he achieves the mesmerizing painterly 
effect of his photographs. 

His ability to weave a narrative with a single image 
count him as a powerful contemporary story-teller 
merging historical and art-historical reference 
seamlessly with personal history.
